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In early 2002, | wanted to finish my new 1:144 OzMods F-86 Sabre in
RCAF markings matching the pedestal mounted 441 Sqn Sabre at
Kingston's Royal Military College (see photo). | quickly discovered that
there were no RCAF Sabre decals made in 1:144 scale and, with only
one or two exceptions, there are no commercial decals available for
any type of Canadian military aircraft in 1:144 scale.

Later that same year, | was invited by noted aviation photographer and author Patrick Martin to join his team of editors for his
upcoming books covering the "Finish and Markings" of Canadian military aircraft. With all the necessary technical information at my
fingertips, | started drawing decal artwork for my growing collection of 1:144 scale Canadian military aircraft kits. This artwork was
then sent to a local decal company that uses an ALPS printer. Remembering the vacuum of Canadian military aircraft decals, |
purchased the first of three ALPS printers in June 2005 to turn my artwork into decals and CanMilAir Decals was born with just 59
sets available.

To create scaleable graphics required for quality decals, professional vector-based software is used to draw the designs to exact
1:144 scale. Because the drawings are scaleable, they can be enlarged (or reduced) for printing in ANY scale, without loss of
quality. In fact, CanMilAir now supplies aviation museums and vintage warbird owners with accurate markings for their full-size
aircraft in self adhesive cast vinyl and spray masks.

CanMilAir Decals 101

CanMilAir Decals are printed on premium quality, ultra thin, clear, “water-slide” decal paper using an ALPS MD-5000 printer and
are intended for the experienced aircraft modeller. The carrier film is continous, so each grouping must be trimmed closely.

Since the Alps "ink" is translucent by nature, lighter coloured elements are under-coated with a double layer of white to prevent
the underlying background colours of the model showing through and they then receive two complete colour printing passes for
excellent colour density. It is highly recommended to apply a coat of MicroScale Liquid Decal Film over the decals prior to use.

In those decal sets containing SAR bands and RESCUE titles, the Fluorescent Orange colour is a close representation only. It is
not possible to print Day-Glo colours with these printers. Testors Model Master offers an excellent match in the form of "FS28913
Fluorescent Red-Orange". For a good effect - after application, the decal can be over-coated with clear, and then used as a
masking guide for a very light spray of MM FS28913.

Decals are printed only when they are ordered and after printing, they are packaged in clear "zip-lock" poly envelopes for
protection and storage. Each decal set comes with a brochure grade 8%" x 11" information sheet containing detailed instructions for
use, several reference photos of the subject aircraft as a guide for placing the decals on the model and usually some relevent
historical text. Multi-view placement drawings are not included. Custom serial number / aircraft code changes are possible and can
be listed when ordering. To view images of the decal artwork, sample aircraft photos and to see prices for all sets, please refer to
the on-line catalogue.

All CanMilAir decals are 100% guaranteed - but sometimes mistakes do slip through. If you notice any problems with the decals
you receive, simply return them in UNUSED condition with an explanation and | will gladly send you a replacement set at no
additional charge.
